At the Oakrtree School we have a culture of working
with parents and the local community to ensure thar
our children receive the highest standard of educarion
and make excellent progress.

We are striving to provide a holistic educarion in
which children are prepared for their roles as citizens
and life long learners.

The Oaktree School opened in 1967

The Oaktree School is an infant school catering for children
from 2 years old 1o 7 years old, from St John's and the
surrounding arcas.

Built in the 1960's the school has been constandy updared and
recently has had a new advanced ECO classroom builr that
extracts heat from the playing ficlds, recycles rainwater to flush
roilets and plans to generate elecrricity using solar pancls. The
recently added disabled roiler facilities, which are directly
accessible from the playing fields, is a first for a Surrcy school.

Classrooms are large, bright and well resourced with 21st
century IT facilities. We have a spacious Acorn Learning Centre
which houses an ICT suirte, small group learning areas and
fiction and non-fiction libraries.

in hand. When a child enjoys school,

they enjoy learning.




From Pre-school to KS1

We plan carefully to ensure every child is prepared for the
transition from pre-school to The Qakeree.

The children and parents are then invited to attend school for
three afternoon visits. At the end of the Summer Term parents are
invited to an Induction Meeting and 1o mecet the reacher. During
the first year there will be workshops to enable parents to learn

abour their child’s education and how they can support learning.

From KS1 to KS2

When children are moving on to junior schools we liaise with all
of the new schools to ensure that the children are fully prepared
and supported during the transfer. The majority of The Oakeree
School (KS1) children move to the Hermitage Junior School
(KS2) which is situated on the adjoining site.

Hermitage and Oaktree Schools

We work very closely with our adjoining junior school. During
subjecr focus weeks, such as Book Week and Science and
Technology Week, there are visits arranged between the schools
to share achicvemenes. Hermitage children give support to The
Qakiree children by taking part in shared reading. We hold joint
staff mectings cach term to ensure thart there is a continuity of
provision across the schools.

Parental Support

We operate an ‘open door’ policy and wish all parents to feel
able to contact the school in person, or by telephone or letter.
Parents are encouraged to discuss any concerns they may have
about their child at the end of the day or make an appointment

for a longer discussion. We try to resolve all concerns rapidly o

ensure that children feel happ}' and secure at schoal.

As well as the normal Parent Evenings parents are invited into
school once a month, ar the end of the schoal day, to share their
child’s work and celebrate their guud progress. Teachers are

available ar this dme for informal discussions.

At the beginning of every half term children will bring home a
Tapic Web idend t‘|.".|]'|.E the content of the curriculum for thar half
term. Advice will be given o l'u.-].p parents when supporting their
child ar home to develop a home and school link. The Newsletter
also outlines whar the children have been lc-.m'ling dur]ng the
week and what th:].r will be ]:—aming nexr week.

Every class has a link parent who organises helpers for trips,
fund raising events and information gathering for cach class.

teachers and children.
